Ugljan Island is only 20 minutes by car-ferry
away from the bustling town of Zadar on the
mainland. Zadar boasts its own international
sized airport as well as being linked by a now
completed motorway system Split (also with an
airport) and the southern coast with Zagreb and
Austria, Slovenia and Italy.

With every season there are more flights to
Zadar, scheduled flights as well as charters, and
Ryan Air is currently negotiating several direct
destinations in Croatia, including Zadar.

Additionally, Zadar is home to a large port with
extensive ferry transport to Triest, Ancona and
Dubrovnik and attracts a fair number of
international cruise ships and private yachts.

Currency
Kuna (1 Kuna = 100 Lipa). There are coins of the following
denominations: 1, 2, 5, 10, 20, 50 Lipa and 1, 2 and 5 Kuna.
Bank notes of 5, 10, 20, 50, 100, 200, 500, 1000 Kuna are in
circulation. Money can be changed in banks, bureaux de
change, in post offices as well as at most travel agents’
offices, hotels and at camp sites, while Eurocheques can be
cashed at banks.

Pets
If you wish to take your pet with you on holiday, it is
imperative that you enquire beforehand as to where pets
are welcome. For entry into the country and travel through
it, a valid international certificate of health with
confirmation of inoculations, in particular for rabies, is
required. The certificate of health cannot be more than 15
days old at the time of arrival.

Visitors’ Tax
This is a charge made by local authorities which is calcu-
lated per person and per day. During the months of April,
May, June, September and October, adults pay 0.90 Euro
and during the months of July and August 1.20 Euro. Chil-
dren between the ages of 12 and 18 pay 50%, children under
12 pay no visitors’ tax. The appropriate charge will be added
to the cost of your holiday.

Customs Duty
No duty is payable on personal possessions. Foreign cur-
rency can be imported and exported freely, domestic cur-
rency up to 2,000 Kn. Valuable professional and technical
equipment needs to be declared at the border. Pets require
an appropriate international veterinary certificate. Value
added tax refunds for foreigners (PDV): the value added
tax on goods purchased in Croatia (with the exception of
fuel) can be refunded if the individual receipt is over 500.00
Kuna. At the point of purchase ask for the PDV-P form, which
needs to be completed and verified by the sales person.
When leaving the country, the receipts need to be certified
by Customs

Service
The value added tax can be refunded up to six months after
the date of purchase, either in person from the sales assistant
from whom the goods were purchased (the refund is then
given immediately) or by post by writing to the sales person
and including details of the bank account to which the
refund is to be sent. (The refund will then be made within
15 days of receipt of the application).

Health
Medical assistance is given at hospitals which operate a 24
hour a day emergency service.

Public and Statutory Holidays
1st January – New Year; Easter Sunday and Easter Monday;
1st May – May Day; Corpus Christi; 30th May – Day of the
Croatian Parliament (not a public holiday); 22nd June – Day
of Antifascism; 5th August – Day of Victory and Gratitude
(national holiday); 15th August – Ascension Day; 8th October
– Independence Day; 1st November – All Saints’ Day; 25th
and 26th December – Christmas Day and Boxing Day.

Opening Times
Most shops are open weekdays continuously from 08:00 to
20:00 and on Saturdays from 08:00 to 14:00 or 15:00. A
small number of shops are open from 08:00 to 12:00 and
from 16:00 to 20:00.  During the summer, many shops stay
open until 22:00 and are open on Sunday. In the larger cities
there are shops which are open around the clock. Companies
and public services operate mostly from Monday to Friday,
from 08:30 to 16:30.

Post and Telecommunications
The post offices are open from 07:00 to 19:00, on Saturdays
until 13:00; duty post offices in larger towns and tourist
centres are open in summer until 22:00. Postage stamps
can be purchased at post offices and at newspaper kiosks.
Public telephones can only be  operated with telephone
cards, which can be purchased in post offices, at newspaper
kiosks, in hotels etc.
